EXPULSIONS

It is recommended that students disclose any mental or physical 
illness, allergy, disability or condition that may interfere with their 
ability to successfully complete their programme, that may impact 
the wellbeing of any other student or staff member, that may require 
monitoring, treatment or emergency intervention during the student’s 
period of enrolment, or that may require special accommodation.

To the best of my/our knowledge, my/our son/daughter is in a good 
state of health. Whilst all appropriate precautions will be taken for 
the safety of my son/daughter, any loss, damage or harm to my son’s/
daughter’s person and/or personal belongings that may arise from the 
programme shall be exempt of all recourse.

EC will endeavour to contact parents in case of any emergency. 
However, should my son/daughter require medical treatment or 
hospitalisation during his/her stay on this programme the attending 
physician and/or hospital is authorised to treat my/our son/daughter.

EC sometimes offers activities and excursions provided by 3rd party 
providers on our activity calendar.
